2.   Click on the box that says “photography appointment scheduling 
login” 

3.   Then enter church code wi325 and password photos then press enter. 

4.   Then you can pick the day and time you want to have your picture    
taken.  The available dates will show. Enter the required information. 

5.   Click the Schedule Appointment button at the bottom of the screen to 
reserve the photography appointment time in your family name. 

6.    Print the next screen to use as a reminder of your appointment.
